The hottest place in 
the world is Death Valley 
in the United States. It’s 
really hot! It’s even hotter 
than the Sahara Desert. In 
July 1913, the temperature 
in Death Valley was 57° 
Celsius. That’s the hottest 
air temperature in history! 

The coldest place in the world is Antarctica. Antarctica 
is a continent, but very few people live there because 
it's so cold.
