Swedish graduates wear sailor’s caps to their graduation ceremony. The ceremony
usually starts with singing. Parents arrive and give their children gifts tied with
ribbons, and the graduates wear the ribbons around their necks. At the end of the
ceremony, there is a parade through the streets of the town, and local people come
to congratulate the students.
Japan
In Japan, graduation happens in March, before the new school year. High school
students wear their school uniforms for their graduation ceremony. If their school
doesn't have a uniform, they wear formal clothes, such as a suit for men and a
kimono for women. The principal usually gives a speech. Then, the student president
gives a speech.
United States
In the US, it's common for a famous person (sometimes a graduate of the university)
or a politician to give a speech to congratulate the graduates. In some large
American universities, the ceremony happens in a sports stadium. Students normally
wear special caps and gowns in the colors of their university or department.
South Africa
Graduates from the University of Witwatersrand in Johannesburg have an interesting
musical tradition. The graduation ceremony there starts with a formal procession by
the teachers and workers at the university. After that, they play the song “I Got You
(I Feel Good)” by James Brown for the students to dance to.
