to be safe, so Kristensen didn't go alone. Some other
boats travelled with him to make sure he was safe. At
first, Kristensen wasn't lucky with the weather - it was
windy and the water wasn't calm, so he stopped and
got out of his boat. After taking some water out, he got
back on the river. Later, he stopped again to rest and
have some food. He planned to spend the night on land,
but he couldn't find a good place, so he continued all
night - for 17 hours more! Kristensen finally arrived at
Vancouver on the 13" October.

Kristensen wasn't the first person to make a long
journey in a pumpkin boat. The year before, Steve
Kueny travelled over 61 kilometres in a pumpkin boat.
That's how Kristensen got the idea! Kristensen is
already planning to do it again next year and hopes to
go even further!
