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Call of the wild in India

Kerala is on the south-west coast of India and is one of the most beautiful corners of the world, with
its stunning areas of natural beauty. Here are three of our favourite places to connect with nature.

Periyar Tiger Reserve

A combination of dense forest and clear blue lakes, the Periyar Tiger Reserve
should be a stop on anyone’s trip to southern India. You may be lucky enough to
spot one of the 30 tigers or some of the other rarer species such as the mouse
deer or Salim Ali’s fruit bat. Book on the 7 am boat tour for the best chance of
seeing a range of animals. You can stay over — there are camping facilities in
the park. For the more adventurous we suggest a night trek where you'll join a
guard checking the forest and making sure everything is OK.

The Backwaters of Alappuzha

Head for Alappuzha and explore the backwaters — a maze of rivers, canals,

lakes and streams extending over 900 kilometres. You'll find green countryside,
small villages, and paddy fields, where rice is grown. And what better way to
explore them than by staying on a traditional houseboat (a kettuvallam), or or you
can simply hire a shikara boat for the day. These are colourful boats which can
navigate the smaller canals. Alternatively, take a canoe and explore some of the
more remote parts of the water. Small ferries also sail from village to village — a
great way to meet local people. If you're there in August, don’t miss the annual

snake boat races.

Eravikulam National Park

Eravikulam National Park stands above the tea plantations in Kerala. The park is
protected, so you’ll only be allowed onto certain hiking trails, but don’t miss the
waterfalls. And for the fittest amongst you, you can climb up Anamudi Peak. At
2,695 m, it’s the highest point in southern India with spectacular views and plenty
of selfie opportunities. When you get back down, look back at the peak — people
say it looks like an elephant’s head. Finally, the Neelakurinji flowers come out once
T every 12 years and turn the hills a beautiful purple colour — maybe you can time
risioas TR your visit to see them!
